Throughout 2010, work has continued on the organization and processing of the many records handled by the diocesan office. During the summer, some 25 boxes of material were moved from the diocesan office to the archives. This work included the shredding of a large number of boxes of old financial records that had been stored at an off site location.  

Some 30 boxes of Chancellor Charles Crump’s papers were gathered together as a single collection and placed in the vault for later processing. All the material in the vault was reorganized in order to accommodate this large collection. In May, several boxes of papers of the Bishops of Tennessee and some rare books were transferred to the Sewanee archives. Additional material will be transferred sometime in 2011.

Throughout the year, requests for information were handled in a timely manner, especially those pertaining to baptismal and membership records. Special thanks to Joan Cannon for her faithful assistance in processing archival material and to Bill Boykin, St. Mary’s building and grounds chair, for his invaluable assistance with moving boxes from the Diocesan House to the archives.
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
