In spring 2009, after a year and a half of careful consideration, ERD launched a new three-year Strategic Plan that identified five goals for the organization: International Programs, US Disaster Preparedness and Response, Visibility and Awareness, Funding, and Church Engagement. Lent was officially designated as a time to encourage dioceses, congregations and individuals to remember and support the life-saving work of Episcopal Relief & Development. The Lenten Devotional Book continues to be well received by congregations throughout the U.S. In January, the Haiti Earthquake set the stage for a year of full of challenges that will remain for years to come. Throughout 2010, however, ERD also responded to earthquakes in Chile, flooding in Tennessee and Pakistan, a tornado in Mississippi, disasters in Asia and the Solomon Islands, and the oil spill that affected coastal communities in the Gulf of Mexico. 
In November Episcopal Relief & Development presented Episcopalians with an opportunity to have all donations matched. The Gifts for Life Catalogs are available all year. The NetsforLife® Inspiration Fund works to prevent malaria by providing insecticide-treated mosquito nets in 17 African countries.
